ALSE Failures

> When introducing prototype ALSE
equipment failures must be expected
and mitigated
> Helmet Comm Failures
. 02 Concerns
> Inadvertent Ejection
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Incompatibility

> Functional and serviceable ALSE may
still create hazardous conditions If it IS
not compatible with the aircraft or in
service ALSE

> Although a build up approach is
Important, ground testing may not
always reveal an incompatiblility or its
extent

























Training

> Alrcrew receive intense and recurring
training in the use of ALSE

> This training leads to habits and muscle
memory that can be difficult to

overcome when introducing prototype
